SERIAL NUMBER POSITION

Unique serial number of the Akrapovi¢ muffler is located on the muffler’s inlet.
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REMOVAL OF STOCK EXHAUST SYSTEM:

1. Put the motorcycle on a side stand, we recommend a racing stand.
2. Unscrew the stock heat-shield. Loosen the clamp, unscrew the muffler’s bracket bolt and carefully remove the
muffler off the motorcycle (F 01, 02).

| CAUTION: be careful not to injure yourself or damage any part of the motorcycle during this procedure!
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INSTALLATION OF THE AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEM:

1. Correctly position the carbon-fiber clamp and slide it onto the muffler - bear in mind the right offset of the carbon
fiber- clamp; check the correct position of the yellow sticker on the clamp (F 03).

| IMPORTANT: open the clamp slightly wider than the diameter of the outer sleeve of the muffler — do not
scrape it along the muffler outer sleeve!

2. Correctly orient and install the clamp and insert the graphite gasket into the muffler’s inlet pipe (F 04).

| CAUTION: make sure not to damage the gasket or any other part of the exhaust system during this procedure!

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Install and hand tighten the spring hook clamp onto the outlet of stock cat-box; orient the clamp as shown (F 05).
IMPORTANT: hand tighten the clamp only!

Carefully slide the muffler onto the outlet of the stock cat-box, hand tighten the clamp and attach the spring (F 06).
IMPORTANT: hand tighten the clamp only!

CAUTION: make sure not to damage the muffler or any part of the motorcycle during this process!
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5. Align the muffler in respect to the motorcycle and tighten the muffler’s clamp onto the bracket, using bolt, washers

and nut from Akrapovi¢ installation kit (F 07).

6. Align the spring hook clamp and tighten both clamps to the specified torques (F 08).

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FINAL INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE:

Clean grease spots off all exhaust system surfaces, when installation is finished. Cleaning will prevent spots
from burning onto the surface. Do not use aggressive chemical cleaners, because they can damage the surface
or sticker.

Muffler — titanium outer sleeve: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40 or
equivalent).

Muffler — carbon-fiber outer sleeve: use a soft dry cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe
with a soft dry cloth.

Muffler — carbon-fiber outlet cap: use a soft dry cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with
a soft dry cloth.

Painted mufflers and parts — use a soft cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a soft
dry cloth.

Chrome plated mufflers and parts: use a soft cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a
soft dry cloth.

Stainless steel pipes: use a soft cloth sprayed with a contact cleaner, then wipe with a soft dry cloth.

Titanium pipes: use a soft cloth sprayed with a multi-purpose spray lubricant (WD-40 or equivalent).

INSTALLATION TIP: make sure all the bolts are sufficiently tightened. In case the exhaust system
touches the cowling or other parts repeat the adjustment of the exhaust system or contact your
authorized dealer!

x INSTALLATION TIP: after running engine for 30 minutes, retighten the bolts of the Akrapovi¢

carbon-fiber heat shield!
IT IS NORMAL IF WHITE SMOKE COMES OUT OF THE MUFFLER ON FIRST OPERATION.

A CHANGE IN THE COLOR OF THE EXHAUST SYSTEM IS NORMAL DUE TO THE HIGH
TEMPERATURES.

DO NOT STAND BEHIND THE MUFFLER ON FIRST OPERATION.

DO NOT USE AUTOMOTIVE WHEEL CLEANERS OR ANY CLEANING PRODUCTS WHICH
CONTAIN ACIDIC ADDITIVES TO CLEAN AKRAPOVIC EXHAUST SYSTEMS.
