ENSURE THAT THE FOLLOWING PARTS HAVE BEEN INCLUDED IN THE KIT:
1 Throttle-Side Grip 1 Tube of Adhesive
1 Clutch-Side Grip

Torx drivers set, metric hex wrench set

STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the 
installation. Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn off 
the ignition. Let motorcycle cool.

THE CLUTCH-SIDE GRIP REQUIRES BEING GLUED TO THE HANDLEBAR. 
ALLOW GLUE TO CURE FOR 24 HOURS BEFORE OPERATING 
MOTORCYCLE.

THROTTLE SIDE INSTALLATION

STEP 2 Refer to PIC 2. Loosen the two (2) screws securing the brake lever/
master cylinder assembly to the handlebars. Carefully place the 
assembly off to the side.

Note: Be sure the brake fluid does not leak from the master cylinder and 
drip onto painted surfaces.

STEP 3 Remove the two (2) screws on the back-side of the throttle-side switch 
housing covers, and carefully remove the switch housing covers. Set the 
covers and hardware aside, they will be reused.

STEP 4 Refer to PIC 3. Carefully remove the two (2) screws located on the back 
of the switch housing control panel. Set hardware aside, it will
be reused.
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STEP 5 Refer to PIC 4. Gently separate the switch housing control panels and 
carefully slide the existing throttle-side grip out, without twisting it. 
Before fully sliding the grip off the handlebar look at the end of the 
Throttle-Side Grip’s tube and make note of the position of the notches 
in the tube.

STEP 6 Refer to PIC 5. Locate provided Throttle-Side Grip. The Throttle-Side 
Grip has the longer slot, and number stamp 406369, in the plastic of 
the open end of the grip.

STEP 7 Align and place the grip on the throttle-side handlebar. Align the 
notches on the end of the tube in the same position that the existing 
throttle-side grip was in. Place the grip in between the separated switch 
housing control panels. Rotate the grip a little bit until the slot and 
notch of the grip align and lock into place.

STEP 8 Realign and fasten the switch housing control panels together, using 
the two (2) screws that were removed in Step 4.

STEP 9 Realign and fasten the switch housing covers together, using the four 
(4) screws that were removed in Step 3.

STEP 10 Refer to PIC 6. Realign the brake lever/master cylinder assembly on the 
handlebars and fully tighten hardware.

CLUTCH SIDE INSTALLATION

STEP 11 Refer to PIC 7. Remove the two (2) screws securing the clutch lever 
assembly to the handlebars. Carefully set the assembly off to the side. 
Set hardware aside, it will be reused.

STEP 12 Remove the two (2) screws on the back-side of the clutch-side switch 
housing covers, and carefully remove the switch housing covers. Set the 
covers and hardware aside, they will be reused.

STEP 13 Refer to PIC 8. Carefully remove the two (2) screws located on the back 
of the switch housing control panel. Set hardware aside, it will
be reused.
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STEP 14 Refer to PIC 9 and 10. Gently separate the switch housing control 
panels and note the orientation of the notches on the clutch-side grip 
PRIOR TO REMOVAL.

STEP 15 Sand the clutch side handlebar surface with 80-100 grit sandpaper 
or emery cloth to remove any previous glue or rubber residue. This 
provides a pristine metal surface for the new grip.

STEP 16 With an ammonia based cleaner or similar degreasing agent and a 
clean rag, wipe off the exposed handlebar.

USE EXTREME CARE WHEN USING THE GLUE INCLUDED WITH THIS KIT. 
READ ALL PRECAUTIONS AND AVOID CONTACT WITH SKIN OR EYES.

COVER ANY AREA OF THE MOTORCYCLE WHERE THE GLUE COULD 
POSSIBLY DRIP DURING INSTALLATION.

STEP 17 Refer to PIC 11. Locate provided Clutch-Side Grip. The Clutch-Side Grip 
has the smaller slot, and number stamp 416369,  in the plastic of the 
open end of the grip.

STEP 18 Apply a good amount of the provided glue to the inside of the grip 
sleeve.

STEP 19 Slide the grip into place, rotating it clockwise as you slide it on to help 
distribute the glue evenly and keep the grip from “plowing up” the glue 
against the switch housing. Be prepared to wipe away any excess glue.

ALLOW GLUE TO CURE FOR 24 HOURS BEFORE OPERATING 
MOTORCYCLE.

STEP 20 Align the notches on the end of the tube in the same position that 
the existing Clutch-Side Grip was in. Place the grip in between the 
separated switch housing control panels. Rotate the grip a little bit until 
the slot and notch of the grip align and lock into place.

STEP 21 Realign and fasten the switch housing control panels together, using 
the two (2) screws that were removed in Step 4.

STEP 22 Realign and fasten the switch housing covers together, using the four 
(4) screws that were removed in Step 3.

STEP 23 Refer to PIC 12. Realign and fasten the clutch lever assembly to the 
handlebars, using the two (2) screws that were removed in Step 11.

IT IS THE INSTALLER’S RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE THAT ALL OF THE 
FASTENERS (INCLUDING PRE-ASSEMBLED) ARE TIGHTENED BEFORE 
OPERATION OF THE MOTORCYCLE. KURYAKYN WILL NOT PROVIDE 
WARRANTY COVERAGE ON PRODUCTS OR COMPONENTS LOST DUE 
TO IMPROPER INSTALLATION OR LACK OF MAINTENANCE. PERIODIC 
INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE ARE REQUIRED ON ALL FASTENERS.
