STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the
installation. Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn off the
ignition. Let cool.

_ YOU WILL BE WORKING AROUND THE ENGINE AND

EXHAUST SYSTEM DURING INSTALLATION. ENSURE THAT
THE ENGINE AND EXHAUST SYSTEM HAVE FULLY COOLED
TO PREVENT INJURY.

NOTE: The normal orientation of the pegs is with the row of four 1SO-Pads
towards the front of the bike.

STEP 2 Referring to FIG.1, remove the 1/2” fastener, spacer, internal tooth lock
washers and clamp from the clevis/footpeg assembly. Set these items aside for
now, they will be used to install the clevis/footpeg assembly.

Determine the mounting location and orientations of the Magnum
NOT'CE Quick Clamp before fully tightening the fasteners. The clamp may
leave marks when tightened down.

Place the Magnum Quick Clamp around the chosen
mounting point. Close the clamp; insert the fastener
that was removed in STEP 2, being sure to use the
internal tooth lock washers on each side of the clamp
(FIG 1), and place the spacer washer in between the
clamp halves. FIG 1

Spacer washer must be installed between clamp
halves! Failure to do so may result in unsecured
clamping or damage to the clamp.

Place the clevis/peg assembly on the clamp (making
sure there is an internal tooth lock washer between
the arm and the clamp) and secure with the 1/2”
fastener. DO NOT fully tighten them at this point. Sit
on the bike and determine the desired arm position,

adjust as needed, then tighten the 1/2” fastener securely. BETWEEN CLAMP HALVES! FAILURE TO

STEP 6

To adjust the peg angle: Using a hex wrench, loosen the 5/16” socket head cap
screw located in the end of the Dually Peg. PIC 1 Position the rubber footpeg pad
as desired, then tighten the 5/16”-18 socket head cap screw. The male mount will

seat itself into the peg and keep it from rotating.

Repeat STEP 2 through 5 for the opposite side.
