STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the
installation. Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn off the
ignition. Let cool.

HARLEY- DAVIDSON STYLE MALE MOUNT PEGS (NOT INCLUDED)

STEP 2 Referring to FIG.1, remove the 1/2” bolt, spacer, internal tooth lock washer
and lock plate from the Longhorn Arm. Set these items aside for now, they will
be used to install the Longhorn Arm.

NOTICE Determine the mounting location and orientations of the Magnum
Quick lamp before fully tightening the fasteners. The clamp may

leave marks when tightened down.

Place the appropriate size Magnum Quick Clamp (not
included) around the tube (making sure that the head
of the hinge pin is facing up) that you choose as your
mounting point. Close the clamp; insert the bolt that
was removed in STEP 2, being sure to use the
internal tooth lock washer, and place the spacer
washer in between the clamp halves. FIG 1

Spacer washer must be installed between clamp
halves! Failure to do so may result in unsecured
clamping or damage to the clamp.

Place the lock plate on the other side of the clamp so
that the smooth side is facing the clamp and the
splines are facing outwards toward the arm.

Place the Longhorn arm on the clamp and secure with
the 1/2” fastener. DO NOT fully tighten them at this
point. Sit on the bike and determine the desired arm
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CLAMPING OR DAMAGE TO THE CLAMP.

The angle of the clevis may be adjusted by loosening the 5/16"fastener that secures the clevis to
the arm. PIC 1 and FIG 1 Rotate the clevis to the desired position. Tighten the fastener securely.
